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I. INTRODUCTION

A. HUMA 1315 is an elective course and can be taken for humanities credit.

B. Art Appreciation provides concepts, terminology, principles, theories--the general issues that are relevant to a specific work of art--and the over view of a work’s historical context.

C. This course is humanity-related and serves to broaden your personal awareness of art.

D. Prerequisites: None

II. LEARNING OUTCOMES

A. If asked, you will be able to explain not only the various theories, but techniques and processes for making art work, such as sculpture, painting, drawing and etching.
B. You will be able to identify works by different artists and the period to which they belong.

C. You will understand how canvas is prepared, including traditional methods of preparation of wood, copper and the process of fresco painting.
D. You will be able to speak on how art reflects and/or comments on society.
E. You will demonstrate a working knowledge of the basic language of painting, including terms like format, perspective, tone, hue, etc.

F. And, you will be able to discuss movements and periods in the visual arts.

III. INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIAL

A. Required Text: A World of Art, 4th ed., with CD.  Henry M. Sayre.  

B. The instructor may choose to supplement required text with slides or books he will bring in to promote class discussion.  The CD will be used at the instructor’s discretion.

C.  You may want to get a yellow highlighter to use in class, but it is not required.
IV. COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Reading Assignments:  Read text assignments, as assigned by instructor, prior to class and be prepared to discuss the text material, answering instructor questions orally with well-organized thoughts and ideas.

Class Attendance: (Refer to CTC catalog, Page 56, for detailed policy).  You are expected to attend each class period, be on time and stay the full class period or be counted absent.  You are responsible for all course material missed due to absence.       

Written Assignments:  Choose a topic, from your textbook or in-class notes, and research it from outside sources--other than your textbook or notes--and write a four to six page research paper on it.   Do not use your textbook or notes for the text of your paper. 
You should have a title page, with your name on it, at the beginning and a works cited page at the end, neither of which counts as the four to six pages of text.
The text should be double spaced and have one inch margins.
The paper will be due on the night/evening of the final exam.
Cite your source at the end of each paragraph for the information you used in that paragraph.   It is required that you number each source and use the corresponding number of the appropriate source at the end of the paragraph.
Also, I want you to include at least one paragraph, of two or more sentences, to tell the reader why you chose your topic.

Be advised, failure to include any of these requirements will be an automatic 50 F.  

Original ideas are not required for this writing, though they will be welcomed and graded accordingly.  Instead, think of this assignment as an opportunity for you to gather further information about art or artists outside of class.  The paper will be due and should be turned in during the class meeting for the final exam.  Again, do not use the textbook as a source for this paper.
ONE MORE TIME
EVERY TIME YOU QUOTE YOUR SOURCE YOU MUST PUT THOSE WORDS IN QUOTATION MARKS AND TELL THE READER WHICH SOURCE YOU ARE QUOTING.  I RECOMMEND GIVING YOUR SOURCES NUMBER DESIGNATIONS AND PUTTING THE APPROPRIATE NUMBER NEXT TO THE CLOSING QUOTATION MARKS.  OF COURSE, WHEN YOU WRITE YOUR WORKS CITED PAGE, THE NUMBER DESIGNATIONS WILL BE INCLUDED.

FAILURE TO CITE SOURCES IS CONSIDERED PLAGERISM!!!

Get your paper topic approved by the teacher before you begin working on the research.   The paper is due on the last class meeting.
At the discretion of the teacher, in-class writing exercises and/or quizzes will be given to help students become versed in the proper use of terms, movements and periods in art.  These exercises, when given, will be rigorous.    

A. Students are expected to read the assignments before class in order to have a general idea of what will be covered in lecture. 

B. Student Preparation and Study Requirements: Each student is expected to develop an effective personal time management and study schedule that will enable him or her to master the learning outcomes listed previously.

V. EXAMINATIONS

There will be no comprehensive final or open book exams.  The exams will be taken during the class period for which they are scheduled.  Arrangements can be made to take the exam at a different time on a case-by-case basis.

VII. NOTES AND ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS FROM COURSE INSTRUCTOR

A. Course Withdrawal:  It is the student’s responsibility to officially withdraw from a class if circumstances prevent attendance.  Any student who desires to, or must, officially withdraw form a course after the first scheduled class meeting must file a Central Texas College Application for Withdrawal (CTC Form 59).  The withdrawal form must be signed by the student.  CTC Form 59 will be accepted at any time prior to Friday, the 12th week of classes during the 16-week fall and spring semesters.  The deadline for sessions of other length is:

10-week session Friday of the 8th week

8- Week session Friday of the 6th week

5-week session Friday of the 4th week

The equivalent date (75% of the semester) will be used for sessions of other lengths.  The specific last day to withdraw is published each semester in the Schedule Bulletin.

A student who officially withdraws will be awarded the grade of “W”, provided the student’s attendance and academic performance is satisfactory at the time of official withdrawal.  Students must file a withdrawal application with the college before they may be considered for withdrawal.

A student may not withdraw from a class for which the instructor has previously issued the student a grade of “F” or “FN” for nonattendance.

B. Administrative Withdrawal: An administrative withdrawal may be initiated when the student fails to meet college attendance requirements.  The instructor will assign the appropriate grade on CTC Form 59 for submission to the registrar.

C. Incomplete Grade: The college catalog states, “An incomplete grade may be given in those cases where the student has completed the majority of the course work but, because of personal illness, death in the immediate family, or military orders, the student is unable to complete the requirements for a course…”  Prior approval from the instructor is required before the grade of “I” is recorded.  A student who fails to show for the final examination, for no apparent reason, will receive a zero for the final and an “F” for the course.

You will also be expected to maintain a mature, professional demeanor in the classroom.  Therefore, profanity will not be tolerated.
H. Honesty and Integrity:  All students are required and expected to maintain the highest standards of scholastic honesty in the preparation of all course work and during examinations.  The following are examples of scholastic dishonesty:

1. Plagiarism: The taking of passages from the writing of others without giving proper credit to the sources is forbidden.

2. Collusion: Using another’s work, as one’s own; or working together with another person in the preparation of work, unless joint preparation is specifically approved in advance by the instructor.

3. Cheating: giving or receiving information on examinations.  Students guilty of scholastic dishonesty will be administratively dropped from the course with a grade of “F” and will be subject to disciplinary action.
