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Catalog Description: 

An introduction to welding careers and safety practice, including welding safety; OSHA and the Hazardous Communication Act; Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).

Introduction to Welding Safety:
Welding like any other heavy industrial job, has a number of potential safety hazards. These hazards need not result in anyone being injured. Learning to work safely to avoid these hazards is as important as learning to be a skilled welder!

Course Objectives :

A. Describe the three classifications of burns and the emergency steps that should be taken to       treat each of them.

B. Describe the dangers all three types of light pose to welding and how to protect yourself             and others from these dangers.
C. Explain how to avoid eye and ear injuries.

D. Use a chart to select the correct eye and face protective devices for working and welding in a       shop.
E. Describe the various types of respiratory protection equipment that are available.

F. Tell how to avoid dangerous fumes and gases.

G. Explain the purpose of Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS).

H. What type of general work clothing should be worn in a welding shop.

I. Know what special protective clothing is worn by welders to protect the hands, arms, body,     waist, legs and feet.

J. Describe the proper way to handle, secure and store cylinders.

K. Describe the most commonly used hand and power tools used by a welder.

L. Discuss the types of metal cutting machines.

M. Describe proper ways to safely lift heavy welding assemblies.

N. List the rules for ladder safety.
