Description of Methods of Evaluation: 
· Exams: 3 – 100 points each / matching ; multiple choice ; short answer essay

· Field trip: tour of the St. Louis Art Museum

Additional Course Information (i.e. instructional methods, out-of-class activities, etc.): 

A. This course, Art History I, surveys the major and minor arts from prehistoric times to the fourteenth century. Students will become familiar with noteworthy examples of architecture, sculpture, painting, and the arts of every era. Visual literacy will be stressed.
B. Art 1303 is a lecture class but is supplemented with video tapes and slides to help enhance the course.  Weekly study guides are used to aid the student in a better understanding of course information.  A field trip to the St. Louis Art Museum is used as a required class period.  The Museum experience will truly enhance the enjoyment and appreciation of the course

C. Discussion questions are out-of-class activities
D. The instructor will provide the student with a disk, all pertinent information, for this course, it is the student’s responsibility to print off all notes, and other class materials needed from the disk.
Additional Information from the Instructor (make-up exams, rounding of grades, cell phone/pagers, etc.): 

· It is the responsibility of the student to locate and obtain the correct textbook, remember this is VOL.1, vol.2 WILL NOT WORK for this course

· All policies and regulations of Central Texas College are in effect throughout the course.  Students are expected to due all assigned readings.  

· All work assigned as home work must be typed, if not, there will be a 5 point deduction.  All work is due at the next class meeting, if not there will be a 5 point deduction.  Any student missing class is responsible for attaining the lecture notes.
