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Catalog Description: The study of basic Spanish grammar with the development of frequently used vocabulary. This course develops students’ speaking, listening, reading and writing skills so they will be able to express their own ideas and interact with others. Some culture points are integrated to introduce students to the everyday lives of Spanish speakers in the twenty-one countries of the Spanish-speaking world.

Description of Methods of Evaluation: 

Laboratory Activities (Online)- The purchase of a new textbook includes a “Lrn Heinle Learning Center 3-Semester Printed Online Access Card” book key.  Each student must register using the following course code: KPDB873.  Due dates for all assigned activities and assignments are indicated online and will be due by 11:59 pm on the indicated due date.  All due dates for the “laboratorio” (laboratory) are posted online.

Compositions – Each student will be required to write compositions using the learned/presented topics and grammatical structures.  Due dates for each composition are indicated on the “Topical Outline” section of the syllabus.  Students will write a draft for 50% of the total composition grade them return a corrected final draft the following week of the remaining 50%.  No final draft will be accepted without a first draft.  If a final draft is not completed the student will receive 50% credit for the first draft only. All compositions must use the following guidelines in order to be accepted for credit:

-Draft & Final Version must be typed-written

-Doubled-spaced

-12 point font

-Script: Times New Roman

-One (1) inch margins all around (MLA format)

-Word count must be included on the bottom right of the composition

-Name, Class & Section, Date & Comp # , “Draft” or “Final Version” must be 

 written, single spaced on the top left hand corner.

The word count for each composition is as follows:

Composition #1 – 75 words

Composition #2 – 100 words

Composition #3 – 100 words

Composition #4 – 125 words

Composition #5 – 125 words

NOTE: .5 points will be deducted for EACH mistake on composition #1.  1 point will be deducted for EACH mistake composition #2.  1.5 points will be deducted for EACH mistake on composition #3 and 2 points will be deducted for EACH mistake on the remaining compositions (4 & 5).

Quizzes – Students will be given a quiz for each of the following chapters: P (Preliminary), 1, 3 & 4.  Chapter 2 will be included on the midterm examination and chapter 5 will be included on the final examination.  Each quiz will contain the following components: oral comprehension, vocabulary and grammatical structures for each respective chapter.

Midterm Examination – A midterm examination will be given at week 4 of the course (midterm).  The midterm examination will include the presented material from chapters P, 1 & 2.  The following components will be contained on the midterm examination: oral comprehension, vocabulary, grammar, culture and reading comprehension.

Final Examination – A comprehensive final examination will be given at week 8 (conclusion of the course).  The final examination will include the presented material from chapters P, 1, 2, 3, 4 & 5.  The following components will be contained on the comprehensive examination: oral comprehension, vocabulary, grammar, culture and reading comprehension.

Additional Course Information (i.e. instructional methods, out-of-class activities, etc.):
