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Catalog Description: 
A study of appropriate age (5 to 13 years) programs, including an overview of development, appropriate environments, materials and activities, and teaching/guidance techniques. All Early Childhood Professions courses have a requirement for 24 hours of lab except CDEC 1195 which has no lab and CDEC 2384 which has 225 hours of lab. Interaction with children is related to program outcomes. Some labs require observations in childcare facilities and schools.
Course Objectives:

A. Upon successful completion of this course, The School Age Child, the student will be able to:

f. Explain appropriate teacher roles and responsibilities for caregivers of school

age children.

g. Describe routines used in school age programs and their importance in meeting children’s needs.

h. Discuss health and safety issues affecting school age children.

i. Develop appropriate schedules.
3. Analyze elements of appropriate indoor and outdoor environments.

a. Describe developmentally appropriate indoor environments.

b. Identify characteristics of effective room arrangements.

c. Describe developmentally appropriate outdoor environments.

d. Identify strategies for adapting programs to a variety of settings.

e. Discuss strategies for adapting environments for children with special needs.
4. Provide developmentally appropriate materials and activities.

a. Choose and/or make developmentally appropriate materials for use in school age programs.

b. Use assessment to plan and implement developmentally appropriate activities.

c. Utilize strategies for adapting materials and activities to multi-age groups and

to children with special needs.

d. Develop activities to address issues related to bias and diverse cultures.
5. Use developmentally appropriate teaching and guidance techniques.

a. Use appropriate schedules and transitions.

b. Use appropriate direct and indirect guidance techniques.

c. Use negotiation and problem solving techniques.

d. Demonstrate teamwork skills while working with colleagues in school age programs.

e. Utilize strategies for working with children in multi-age settings.

Lab Exercises: Lab exercises will require additional reading, research and a product. You will be given detailed instructions each week. Lab exercises are due one week after they are assigned. For example: Lab Exercise 1 is due the beginning of class on week 2.
Attendance is expected and points earned for participation.

The student will provide developmentally appropriate materials and activities and use developmentally appropriate teaching and guidance techniques.

B. This course is a required course for the AAS Degree and Certificates in the Early Childhood Professions field.

C. This course is occupationally related and serves as preparation for careers in Early Childhood Professions.
