Week One:
Introduction and course expectations

Chapter 13: Art in 13th and 14th Century Italy & Chapter 14: Artistic innovations in 15th century Northern Europe - will cover the two leading geographic areas of the Renaissance, as well as the changes from craft art to fine art.  

Chapter 15: The Early Renaissance in Italy - will cover the developments in the Early Renaissance; will cover the early stages and developments in the Renaissance.

Chapters: 19, 20, 21, and 22: The Baroque and Rococo Periods - will cover the dramatic art of the 1600s and the changing face of Europe.

Description of Methods of Evaluation: 
· Exams: 3 – 100 points each / matching ; multiple choice ; short answer essay
· Discussion questions: 1 page essay questions about material covered in the lecture material
· Slide Test: identification of 25 of some of the world’s most famous architecture from the periods discussed. 
· Field trip: tour of the St. Louis Art Museum
· Class project: 200 points, consists of topic question, outline, 4 page summary, in class presentation

Additional Course Information (i.e. instructional methods, out-of-class activities, etc.): 

A. Art 1304 Art History II is a survey class covering the period from the Renaissance through today. Students will become familiar with noteworthy examples of architecture, sculpture, painting, and the arts of each era studied.

B. Students will learn how art of different periods was effected by: social, religious, economic, political and technological changes.

C. Art 1304 is a lecture class but is supplemented with video tapes and slides to help enhance the course.  Weekly study guides are used to aid the student in a better understanding of course information.  A field trip to the St. Louis Art Museum is used as a required class period.  The Museum experience will truly enhance the enjoyment and appreciation of the course

D. Discussion questions are out-of-class activities
