a. Use knowledge of how children develop to describe a classroom environment and experiences that will encourage growth in all developmental areas. 

b. Explain how to provide children opportunities to recognize differences in individuals, appreciate diversity, and show respect for those different from themselves. 

5. Discuss types and techniques of observation. 

a. List and explain the types of observations of children. 

b. Describe ethical issues in assessment of children. 

c. Observe and record young children’s development. 

d. Describe how personal bias can influence observations and practice. 

6. Explain the importance of play. 

a. Discuss play as in integral part of a child’s development. 

b. Describe the stages of play.

7. Demonstrate skills in the practical application of development principles and theories, observation techniques, and recognition growth and developmental patterns.

Description of Methods of Evaluation:

There will be at least two examinations and spot quizzes (mid-term, final, and spot quizzes).  A final exam will be given and students must take the final exam in order to pass the course.  Short, unannounced quizzes may be given to encourage students to read the assignments and to listen during class.  Occasionally, a student may be unavoidably absent from an exam.  Only students with excused absences will be permitted to take make-up exams.  When an exam is missed due to illness, a doctor’s excuse is required. Unexcused absences may result in a zero for the missed exam.  Make-up exams will be given only with the instructor’s permission.  The time and place for the make-up will be determined in conference with the instructor.  All students are expected to maintain the highest standard of scholastic honesty in the preparation of all course work and during exams. 

· Quizzes and tests may have multiple choice, true/false, and short answer responses.
· Lab hours are documented and signed by person in authority at the place of assignment. 
· Journal entries of lab experiences will be evaluated along with the lab hour record sheet.

Additional Course Information (i.e. instructional methods, out-of-class activities, etc.):
· An exploration of principles, methods, and materials for teaching young children music, movement, visual arts, and dramatic play through process-oriented experiences to support divergent thinking. The student will define the creative process; describe the role of play in a child’s growth and development and developmental sequences for creative arts; analyze roles of the teacher in enhancing creativity, concepts taught through the creative arts, and components of creative environments. The student will plan and implement developmentally appropriate activities for music, movement, visual arts, and dramatic play.
· This course is a required course for the AAS Degree and Certificates in the Early Childhood Professions field.
