If you didn’t select a PCD during open enrollment, you will receive a HumanaDental DHMO ID card with no PCD listed. If you didn’t select a PCD during Annual Enrollment, you should choose one by calling HumanaDental toll-free at (877) 377-0987. TDD (telecommunica​tions device for the deaf) users, please call (800) 325-2025. PCD selections or changes must be made by the 15th of the month to be effective the next month. For example, to see the dentist on November 2, you must select your PCD with HumanaDental by October 15.
