A. Thisisabeginning level course in Modern Standard hinese (Mandarin) for students
with no or little prior experience in the language. The coursewill provide coordinated
practice in the four skills of listening, speaking,reading, and'writing with an
emphasis on pronunciation, grammatical pattérnshand vocabulary devel opment in
functional contexts. At the end of the course the students will be ableto acquire basic
communicative skillsin the topic areas©f greetings\family, dates and time/hobbies,
and visiting friends.

B. Thiscourseis an elective, which can be used to fulfill the foreign language
requirements as outlined in your degree plan as Welhas to satisfy one of the
humanities requirements.

Thetext at thislevel includes descriptions and narration such as simple short stories,
news items, simple songs, selected simple poems, socia notices, and bibliographical
information.

D. One of the goals of this course isto prepare students to communicate in Chinese by
using cultural sensitivity. Cultural presentation materials will be included in course



materials about Chinese culture from a variety of perspectives, including that of
insider, cultural elite, or outsider. Issues of daily life, social responsibilities, morality,
hobbies, personal relationships, and events such as holidays will give students a
glimpse into the thought process of native speakers.

The
student will also be required to read any supplementary materials given by the
instructor. These materials are to be cargfully studied and diseussed in class.

As aclass project, the students will write.a personal profile in Chinese at the end
of the course. The profile must include persenalfinformation, family, daily
schedule, hobbies and experience in learning Chinese. Students are eval uated
based on the organizationelarity, and correct'use,of grammar.

C. Class Performance:
Twenty percent of your finaligradewilibe based on‘'your class performance. This
includes attendance and particCipation, Y'Qu are expected to attend each class
period or be counted absent. Y ou will be responsible for all course materials
missed dugto'yaurabsence. Y ouare expectedto participate in all classroom
activitiesas your effort in class will\be recorded. Students who attend class well-
prepared and eager to participate wilhreeeive the best evaluation.

D. Homework Assignments:
Therewill be homework assigned from the Integrated Chinese Textbook,
Workhook;, and rrom,course-rel ated websites for each lesson. There will also be
laboratory. assignmentsyAll,homework assignments are due at the beginning of
each class. lncempletethomework will be corrected but will not receive full credit.

V. EXAMINATIONS
Therewill be quizzes on vocabulary and dictations every week. There will also be
tests given at the'end of each lesson. The test format may vary from lesson to lesson.
They can bewritten texts and/or oral presentations. These quizzes and tests count for
25% of your grade. There will also be a mid-term and a comprehensive final exam.
Each exam makes up 15% of your final grade.

Make-up tests are given only under exceptional circumstances, such asin the case of
illness or emergencies. All make-up tests must be arranged with the instructor in
advance of the scheduled test time and be taken before graded tests are returned to the
class.

VII. NOTESAND ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS FROM THEJINSTRUCTOR

A. Course Withdrawal: It isthe student’ s responsibility to officially‘drep a class if
circumstances prevent attendance.
