All students will be evaluated ontheir sentence structure,
pronunciation, and comprehension by others, as well as théflownof their presentation.

2 Indonesian Activity book or CD
as part of each lesson. The CD features audio exerciseS€orrespond to the course and activity
book. Since quiz materia will come from the CD and activity book, it is crucia for studentsto
keep up with homework.

D. Class Performance.

Students will bring the course and activitytbook required to each class session, participate in
class discussions, and come prepared with homewark completeds Students must be present for all
examinations and quizzes4Quizzes may be ann@dnce or unannounced.

Students will practice
conversation with partners during part of éaeh,class and will be graded on the effort put into
these exercises.
