	Texas Department of Criminal Justice (TDCJ) students must pass the Test of Adult Basic Education (TABE) with certain scores before they are allowed to take college level courses.  This accounts for the high percentage of passing grades in all CTC courses offered at the Gatesville TDCJ site.

The Gatesville site offers two 6-month programs per year, with approximately twenty students enrolled each program.  Students are then encouraged to apply their graphics and printing vocational credits towards an associate’s degree.


	Students receive an associate of applied science degree in graphics and printing.

	Thirty-two TDCJ students received certificates of completion in Graphics and Printing.

	     


	To prepare all students enrolled in the Graphics and Printing AAS Degree or Certificate  program to enter the Graphics and Printing career field and be successful.

This Program covers all aspects of the Graphics and Printing industry to include pre-press, press and bindery, use of modern electronic equipment, tools and equipment.  

The Program also includes shop safety, hazardous materials and MSDS use and application.

The Program provides students with the skills and knowledge to successfully acquire industry licensure or certification.


	The student will demonstrate a working knowledge of the theories, and applications associated with pre-press, press and bindery phases of graphics and printing.  

The student will practice and demonstrate proficiency in shop operation, digital published, camera work, and plate making, pre-press operation and maintenance and bindery work using modern tools and equipment. 

This is accomplished with classroom instruction and hands-on training on modern equipment.
