	Students were enabled to participate in peer review opportunities in the development of various speeches as well as theory information given.

Many opportunities for collaborative learning (i.e. break-out sessions for practice of a given speech assignment; interaction of small group with specific information provided such as the development of a note card.

Students benefited from Collaborative Learning activities by small group processing of a major presentation for video taping.  Areas such as brainstorming, collaboration, research and overall videotaping of project were accomplished by each group.
