The purpose of the Associate in Applied Science Degree Nursing program and relationship to the mission of Central Texas College is to prepare graduates who are eligible for licensure and are initially successful on the National Council Licensure Exam –Registered Nurse (NCLEX-RN®); able to provide competent, caring nursing in a variety of community settings; able to utilize communication and critical thinking; and, who are committed to personal and professional development. 

This program relates to Strategic Plan Goal 1: To provide instruction.  Central Texas College shall provide quality instructional programs and educational support services that will prepare students to fully participate in educational, occupational, economic and social opportunities.  These include certificate and/or degree programs in general education and occupational technology; university transfer; developmental education; adult and continuing education; skills training and workforce development programs; special enrichment education; and adult literacy and basic skills education.

Students will be evaluated as satisfactory by the Advisory Committee participants. 
Student performance exercise, in Level I, II, and III, in critical thinking leading to appropriate interventions will be demonstrated through ERI Assessment, which is the QEP Assessment. 
 


	Students will achieve a grade of C (75% or >) on the Clinical Evaluation Tool in the exit level clinical course RNSG 2363.

Advisory Committee Minutes reflect annual evaluation. 

Students will score at or above the National Average score for each ERI exam given in each semester. 


	Fall 2006:  100 % of 30 students received a grade of C or higher (75% or >) in the clinical course. 

Spring 2006: 100% of 37 students received a grade of C or higher (75% or >) in the clinical course.

Total = 100%

Safe Patient Handling identified as the priority issue in RNSG 1105 Nursing Skills I for Fall 06; Bio-terrorism identified in RNSG 2341 and in RNSG 2221; and National Patient Safety Goals identified for all clinical courses per Advisory Committee feedback.




	Determined in ADN Curriculum Committee meeting that there are no needed changes to the Clinical Evaluation Tool. Outcomes of Semester IV course and NCLEX-RN® pass rate are equitable.

Texas Nurses Associations' Safe Patient Handling Curriculum implemented into the level I skills course and level III for graduating students.  Bio-terrorism continues in RNSG 2341 course content.  National Patient Safety Goals integrated into clinical orientation throughout the program.

Any student not meeting the National Average is counseled.  Nursing Intervention is part of the Advanced Concepts of Clinical Decision Making, RNSG 2341, Pre-RN Assessment exam.  Student achievement as a whole in RNSG 2341 achieved the North American Average.  The faculty used case studies, application exercises, and role play to focus on critical thinking and appropriate nursing interventions.

	Enrollment and graduation numbers in Levell III course RNSG 2341/2363 will reflect no more than a 10% attrition rate.

	Outcome met. Analysis and comparison of enrollment and graduate rate outcomes in RNSG 2341/2363 (97%)  equate to NCLEX-RN® first time pass rate (98.44%). ADN Curriculum committee used results to confirm use of less lecture, more student involvement in learning, more critical thinking/priority setting/delegation content, requirement of passing at or above National Average on ERI RN Assess Test as Exit Exam. No changes needed.

Outcome met for the 06-07 time period. Reduction of attrition demonstrated between Fall 06 and Sp 07 after  admission criteria changed effective Spring 06 to: 2.5 overall GPA, 2.5 Lab Science GPA, more points for first time pass on NET. The Dec 07 graduates will be the first class to graduate under the revised admission criteria.



	#3. The student will be initially successful on the NCLEX-RN.

	Students demonstrate readiness for entry level RN practice by being successful the first time they take the NCLEX-RN®.
