Students participated in production of 6 regularly scheduled local programs broadcast on the college owned television station KNCT. 

An informal survey was administered to students enrolled in the AA degree program as to their degree of satisfaction with individual conferences.

Students expressed satisfaction with the addition of individual conferences.
