	Teach a Math Lesson Project
This project is worth 100 points.  You are to contact your local elementary or middle school and arrange to teach a math lesson to students. Your supervising teacher will fill out the Math 1350 TEACHER EVALUATION and send a copy to your instructor by email or fax.  The form must be submitted by December 10.
	

	
	TEKS Project
This project is worth 100 points.  You will be required to research the TEKS for three consecutive grade levels.  You may choose the three consecutive grade levels.  Include four TEKS strands from each grade level.  For each TEKS strand that you have chosen, describe an activity that is relevant and would be helpful to student understanding.  This is a total of 12 activities.  All of this information should be submitted in a neatly organized notebook.  This project is due December 10. 	Mini-Lesson on Manipulatives Project
